RIFLESTO BE USED: AR-15(RECOMMENDED), M-1 Garand, Springfield 1903, 03-A3, M-1 Carbine.
All instruction and demonstration will be based on the AR-15 rifle.

Open Chamber Indicatorsmust bein thefirearm AT ALL TIMES. These are availablefor no charge at the range.

LOANER RIFLES: ZRC CAN PROVIDE RIFLES (AR-15s& M-1'sonly), SHOOTING COATS & OTHER
EQUIPMENT. THESE MUST BE REQUESTED IN ADVANCE.

AMMUNITION TO BE USED: A limited amount of .223 AND .30-06 ammunition will be available for purchase at
therange. Ammunition isNOT included in theclinic entry fee. If you use one of our rifles, you must purchasethe
ammunition from us.

COURSE OF INSTRUCTION: Three hoursof instruction on basic rifle safety and marksmanship. Included are:
sighting and sight alignment, shooting positions, trigger control, and following match procedures and commands.
At the conclusion of instruction, there will be a 50 shot COACHED practice match. Instructorswill be available

during thismatch to assist shootersin all aspects of rifle marksmanship and safety.

STAGE 1: 4SIGHTERS/20 SHOTSFOR RECORD — PRONE — 25MINUTES
STAGE 2: 10SHOTSFOR RECORD — STANDING TO PRONE — 70 SECONDS
STAGE 3: 2SIGHTERS (2 min) / 10 SHOTS FOR RECORD — STANDING TO SITTING — 60 SECONDS
STAGE 4: 10SHOTSFOR RECORD — STANDING — 10MINUTES
